Dear Parents/Carers,

The first two weeks of the new academic year are always met
with excitement, trepidation and a slight worry. | have been
very impressed with Oak Class as on the whole they have
settled in really well to their new learning environment.

Alongside
these ,we will be led by the children about a variety of initia-
tives and these do include eco projects (plastic bottle green-
house, collecting crisp packets and creating a structure using
milk bottles).
