Petworth CofE Primary Accessibility Plan 2020-2023

The purpose of this Plan
This plan shows how Petworth CofE Primary school intends, over time, to increase
the accessibility of our school for disabled pupils, staff, parents carers and visitors.

Definition of a disability

A person has a disability if he/she has a physical or mental impairment that has a
substantial and long term adverse effect on his her ability to carry out normal
day to day activities.

Current Range of known disabilities

The school has children with a range of disabilities which include moderate and
specific learning disabilities.

We have a very small number of pupils and parents who have a hearing
impairment or a visual impairment.

We also have a small number of children who are on the Autistic spectrum.

Areas of planning responsibilities

1. Increasing access for disabled pupils to the school curriculum (this includes
teaching and learning and the wider curriculum of the school such as
participation in after-school clubs, leisure and cultural activities or school
Visits)

2. Improving access to the physical environment of schools (this includes
improvements to the physical environment of the school and physical aids
to access education)

3. Improving the delivery of written information to disabled pupils (this will
include planning to make written information that is normally provided by
the school to its pupils available to disabled pupils). The information should
take account of pupils’ disabilities and pupils’ and parents’ preferred
formats and be made available within a reasonable timeframe

1. Increasing access for disabled pupils to the school curriculum.

review, staff appraisal and CPD we aim to enhance staff knowledge, skills and
understanding to promote excellent teaching and learning for all children. We aim
to meet every child’s needs within mixed ability inclusive classes.
